Risk is defined a$the possibility of loss or injury; peril; the chance of loss; or the perils to a person or
thing that is insured.” Risk management involves careful examina on of inherent and possible risks.

Risks can be natural, human-made, or due to ac vi es. Examples of risks include weather, food,
transporta on, lack of personal boundaries and more.
