treatment Training: Processes that make water "safe and of adequate quality for its group
intended use" on covered produce and may also meet a microbial quality
standard described in 8§ 112.44(a). Other requirements around treating
agricultural water are described in § 112.46(b)-(d). Treating agricultural
water in this context is distinct from other types of "water treatment" that
may be used for non-food safety purposes.
